STUDENT ACCOMPLISHMENTS    


Academic and Arts Recognition

· One Student was selected as a 2003 Presidential Scholar.  There are only 140 nationwide (3 in Colorado).  Since 1985, Kent Denver has recognized five presidential scholars -- more than any other high school in Colorado (Cherry 

Creek is second with three). 

· National AP Scholars:  17 AP Scholars (students earning an average score of 3 or higher on three or more AP exams) and 15 AP Scholars with Honor (students 

earning an average score 3.25 on all AP exams).

· 13 National Merit Finalists and 13 Commended Scholars in the PSAT National 

Merit Scholarship program.

· National Latin Exam: 1 gold and 1 silver medal

· Sun Devil Advocate Newspaper: First in State 3A competition, Colorado High School Press Association sweepstakes winner (students won 7 of 12 entries).  One student received two national awards for review writing from Quill and Scroll, an international journalism society.  Kent Denver won 4 first place awards and 1 second place award from the Colorado Press Association.

· Mock trial: Teams placed 1st and 3rd in the regional competition and 4th and 6th in State competition.

· Math Team:  Team received first place at CSU Math Day in State 3A division for the third straight year.  One student received first place in the State individual award.  In the PROBE competition (Problems Requiring Ordinary or Brilliant Explanations), one student placed 8th out of 460 participants.  At Colorado Math League Competition (a statewide competition with no level distinction), the Math Team finished 3rd out of 53 schools.  Finally, in the American Mathematics Competition, the Math Team finished with its highest total team score in school history and placed 290th out of 2718 schools.

· Speech and Debate: Team won 6 of 8 tournaments offering a Sweepstakes Award (award to the highest ranking team).  Team was first team in 18 years and the second school in history to unseat Cherry Creek as the first place team at the Colorado District National Forensics League Qualifying Tournament.  The team also earned 8 bids to the National Tournament in Atlanta, Georgia.  In Humorous Interpretation, Kent Denver has won the State Championship for two consecutive years.

· Denver Summerbridge: 2002 El Pomar Award for Excellence in Education.

· Visual Arts:  photography students won every award offered to students at the All Colorado Photography Exhibit.  In the Annual Design and Build Competition, students received three honorable mentions for outstanding work and one commission to install a photographic/mixed media piece at the Englewood Public Library.

· EPYCS (El Pomar Youth in Community Service) raised and granted $10,400 -- the most money in the history of the club.  For their efforts, the club was recognized as a merit award winner this year.

· One Student was awarded 1st place in the state of Colorado and 2nd in the nation for his performance on the National Spanish Exam.
