2007-08 STUDENT ACCOMPLISHMENTS


Academic and Arts Recognition

· Ten seniors were named Finalists in the National Merit Scholarship 



Program. One student was named as a National Achievement Finalist. 

· For the seventh time in nine years, the Sun Devil's Advocate won the Colorado High School Press Association Sweepstakes trophy, the "state championship" in high school journalism (as well as 11 first place awards, two seconds, a third and an honorable mention). The SDA also received a first place designation and an excellence in photography award from the American Scholastic Press Association.

· AP: Fifty-seven Kent Denver students were given the College Board’s AP Scholar designation for tests taken in the 2006-2007 school year. Twenty-one were 
named "Scholars," 17 were named "Scholars with Honor," and 19 were recognized at the highest level as "Scholars with Distinction."

· Latin: National Latin Exam: Two students received gold medals, six received silver medals, three earned “magna cum laude” awards, and five earned “cu laude” designations. 

· Foreign Language: On the National Spanish Exam, Kent Denver had two gold medal winners (tied for first place in Colorado), three silver medal winners (in the top 10 in the state), and five bronze medal winners. 

· Visual Arts: Fourteen pieces from Kent Denver students received awards in the 2008 Scholastic Art Awards-Colorado Regional Program, and four students’ works qualified for the National Scholastic Competition. 

· Performing Arts: Five students were named to all state music ensembles: three to the All State Jazz Band, and one each to the All State Symphony Orchestra and the All State Philharmonic Orchestra. 

· Math: one student finished 3rd out of 700 students taking the PROB exam, earning her a four year scholarship at CSU if she majored in math.

· Credit Union: In its 25th year, the Kent Denver Credit Union continues to flourish with assets just under $2 million and membership at about 60% of the school.

· Speech and Debate: The Kent Denver Speech and Debate team qualified nine students (five seniors and four juniors) in five separate events (Policy Debate, Humorous Interpretation, DUO Interpretation, Original Oratory, and Dramatic Interpretation) for the 2008 National Forensics League/Lincoln Financial Group National Tournament in Las Vegas, June 15-21.
